
On April 10th, 2024, the US Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) announced the �nalized set of national primary 
drinking water regulations (NPDWR) for six per- and poly�uoroalkyl substances (PFAS) as an addition to the Safe 
Drinking Water Act (SDWA). The following graphic depicts the key actions for each community water system (CWS) to 
achieve compliance. For a summary of additional key details on the �nal rule, please refer to our white paper.

*A key note about initial monitoring   
Groundwater (GW) systems serving less than 10,000 people must take 2 semi-annual samples spaced 5-7 months apart. GW systems serving 
10,000 people or more and all surface water systems must take 4 quarterly samples spaced 2-4 months apart. UCMR 5 sampling for GW sys-
tems only requires 2 semi-annual samples to be taken, which does not fully meet the initial monitoring requirements for GW systems serving 
10,000 people or more.

Maximum Contaminant Levels (MCL),
Rule Trigger Levels (RTL), and Hazard Index (HI) Formula

• Take initial monitoring samples, or use *UCMR 5 or other approved sample data, 
and submit to Illinois EPA between April 2024 and April 2027

• Include most recent PFAS sample results in annual CCR beginning in 2027
• Achieve finished water results below MCL and HI limits by April 2029

• Conduct ongoing monitoring of the six PFAS compounds beginning in 2027

• Conduct triennial ongoing monitoring of the six PFAS compounds if 
sample results < RTLs

• Conduct quarterly or annual ongoing monitoring of 
the six PFAS compounds if sample results > RTLs

• Implement advanced treatment 
technology or connect to 

alternative source water if 
sample results are

      consistently near
      or > MCLs
